3. Firestop System — The details of the firestop system shall be as follows:

A. Fill, Void or Cavity Materials* — Wrap Strip —One, two or three layers of nom 1/4 in. thick intumescent elastomeric
material faced on one side with a plastic film, supplied in 1 or 2 in. wide strips (See Table 1). Strips tightly wrapped around

nonmetallic pipe (film side exposed) with the edges butted. Butted ends in successive layers shall be offset. Wrap strip
layers temporarily held in position using tape, wire or equivalent.
