1. Floor or Wall Assembly — Min 4-1/2 in. (114 mm) thick reinforced lightweight or normal weight (100150 pcf or 1600-2400
kg/m?3) concrete. Wall may also be constructed of any UL ClassifiedConcrete Blocks*. Max diam of opening is 11-1/4 in. (285
mm).
